The main objective of DOCPIE is to increase
the level of awareness on European citizenship and European identity, on the necessity of democratic
participation in European electoral procedures and on the need for development of networks and
cooperative strategies in order to strengthen the Union’s inclusive character.

In order to achieve its goals, DOCPIE focuses on the improvement of mutual cultural understanding and
intercultural dialogue, through the exploration of the notions of European identity, European History,
European Modern Democracy as well as the qualities of active citizenship in an inclusive society.

DOCPIE focuses on the low public interest on EU politics and democratic procedures by addressing the
separate elements necessary for democratic participation: more education on EU, enhancement of
active citizenship, nurture of the notion of European identity and creation of inclusive and cooperative
societies.
